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— The G7 is an informal group of developed
countries (Canada, France, Germany, ltaly,
Japan, United Kingdom, United Statesg
The heads of the governments meet every
year for so-called summits.

They discuss different topics and search
for solutions. The final declarations have a
signalling effect for the rest of the world.

CAN WE FIND AN EFFECT OF THE G7 PoLICY IN AFRICA?

— The idea of this project is to investigate if there is an observable effect of the G7 policy on Economic
Development in Africa.

— Therefore, the time after summit declarations, that deal in particular with Africa, and the launch of
specific projects will be considered.
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
